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LIMITED VISITATION — Be an Advocate for Your Loved One’s Care
Consistent with city and county efforts around social distancing to limit the exposure to individuals who may have contracted COVID-19 but are asymptomatic, we have revised our Visitation Policies to help protect our patients and their loved ones.
The following is in effect until further notice:
Visitation Hours are Monday to Sunday from 12:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. for all patients with exceptions listed below.
Visitation Hours for Senior Bridges inpatients is 3:30 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. Monday to Sunday.
· One (1) visitor at a time is allowed during posted visitor hours. This includes inpatients, ER, surgical patients and the Medical Office Building at 2385 E. Prater Way in Sparks. 
· If the visitor leaves, they will not be allowed back into the facility.
· Visitors are subject to temperature check and screening upon arrival at the hospital. Individuals are prohibited from entering the hospital if they:
· Have been in contact within the last 14 days with a person suspected or confirmed to have COVID-19
· Have had a cough or flu-like symptoms, including sore throat, headache, muscle aches, nausea, diarrhea, abdominal pain or loss of taste or smell in the last 24 hours
· Felt feverish or experienced chills in the last 48 hours
· Had a fever of 100F or greater in the last 48 hours
· Travel history will be queried; those who have had travel outside the country or domestically within the last 14 days will not be permitted to proceed within the hospital.
