Richland Public School District #44 recently learned of allegations of student misconduct, possibly constituting harassment, bullying, or hazing, at the District’s High School.  We take such allegations very seriously.  After conducting a preliminary review of the allegations, as a cautionary measure, we have referred the matter to the Richland County Sheriff’s Department to conduct an impartial investigation and determine whether any criminal activity occurred.  At this time, Richland School District has begun an investigation as well in cooperation with Richland County Sheriff’s Department.





I would like to remind everyone, we need to protect and preserve the rights of our students, including any accused of wrongdoing. We will protect the privacy of all our students. Information to the public will come through the superintendent's office and will only be communicated if rights and privacy are not abridged.  Counseling services are being coordinated to support students as well.





We’ve noticed this is beginning to create a divide amongst parents.  Please know that the route to any solution is cooperation.  We must work together for the best interests of our children at all times.
