Once Mr. Celello has made his recommendation the Board will again deliberate the issue. The
Hospital Board is very much understanding and respectful of the importance of preserving
DCHS's delivery of healthcare in our region and shouid reorganization be deemed necessary,
they will be ready to act. The goal is to enlist the services of a very qualified firm who can
recommend and implement a plan that will be most beneficial to the sustainability of Dickinson
County Healthcare System.

A Board Meeting will be scheduled when Mr. Celello is prepared to make his recommendation.

Although this is an option that DCHS may be forcedto explore, DCHS is sill paying its bills, itis
very much functioning and open for business and is still providing heathcare to our community.
