The undersigned, Marinette County Sheriff’'s Office, being first duly sworn, states that:

Count 1: FIRST DEGREE INTENTIONAL HOMICIDE

The above-named defendant on or about Sunday, January 13, 2019, in the Town of Pembine,
Marinette County, Wisconsin, did cause the death of Shelley Marie Rogge . with intent to kill
that person. contrary to sec. 940.01(1)(a). 939.50(3)(a) Wis. Stats., a Class A Felony, and
upon conviction shall be sentenced to imprisonment for ife.

PROBABLE CAUSE: The undersigned, your complainant, Sheriff Jerry Sauve of the Marinette
County Sheriff's Office, states that his information is based upon the records and files of the
Marinette County Sheriff's Office. Your complainant has relied upon those records and files in
the past and has found them to be both true and reliable. Those records and files indicate the
following:

According to reports of the Marinette County Dispatch Center, on January 13, 2019, at
approximately 10:53 PM, the dispatch center received a 911 call from N18344 Petite Lane in
the Town of Pembine. Marinette County, Wisconsin. The caller was identified as Gary Rogge,
the defendant. The defendant told dispatch that he shot his wife with a .22 pistol. The
defendant said that they were drinking all day and he accidentally shot her while playing
shooting games. The defendant identified his wife as Shelley Rogge.

The defendant said that he shot Shelley two hours before he called. VWhen asked why he
waited to call dispatch, the defendant said that at first that he didn’t think she was hurt that
badiy. The defendant then told the dispatcher that he knew she was dead. The defendant told
dispatch that he had put the gun back into the drawer. VWhen asked how the shooting cccurred,
the defendant said that they were shooting guns at the floor. The defendant also said that he

had been watching western movies all day the day before and was showing Shelley a “quick
draw.”

The defendant said that they had been at the Hangout Bar and had been having a good day.
The defendant later said they had an argument. The defendant then went back and forth
between saying that they had an argument and that they weren't arguing. The defendant then
said that Shelley was the love of his life and that they had been married last April.
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The defendant said that he had never used the gun before but there were blanks in the gun.
The defendant also said that he was the only one that had a gun. and Shelley did not have
one. The defendant said that Shelley was sitting on the couch when the gun went off. The
defendant claimed he didn't know the gun was loaded. The defendant said that he kept the
gun in a nightstand. The defendant also claimed that when ne and Shelley were arguing,
Shelley said something like, “If that's all we got, just kill me now. When asked by the
dispatcher if that is when he pulled out the gun, the defendant said no and that he had the gun
out when they were playing "shooting games” earlier.

The dispatcher remained on the line with the defendant until Marinette County Sheriff's Office
deputies arrived at the scene.

According to the report of Sgt. Amundson of the Marinette County Sheriff’'s Office, on January
13, 2019, at approximately 10:53 PM, deputies were dispatched to N18344 Petite Lane in the
Town of Pembine, Marinette County, Wisconsin, for a report of a person _saying he shot and
killed his spouse. Dispatch advised the officers that the caller was identified as Gary Rogge,

the defendant, and that the defendant admitted to shooting his wife, Shelley Rogge, with a .22
caliber handgun.

Sgt. Amundson, Deputy Schmidt, and Deputy West all arrived at the scene and made contact
with a male identified as Gary Rogge. Sgt. Amundson and Deputy Schmidt then went inside
the residence. They saw a female, later identified as Shelley Rogge, in a sitting position on the
couch in the living room. Shelley was slumped over on the couch. She was wearing a bra and
jeans, and she was seated on the end of the couch next to an end table with a lamp. She
appeared to have a single gunshot wound from a small caliber firearm in the middle of her
chest. Her jeans appeared to be soaked in urine. There was also a half burned cigarette on the
couch by the inside of her left leg. Sgt. Amundson checked for a pulse and did not find one.
He also saw that Shelley’s pupils were not responsive to light. Shelley Rogge was pronounced
dead by Dr. Mark Weissman, Bay Area Medical Center emergency room doctor, at 11:40 PM.
The defendant was taken into custody. The defendant kept saying, "l can't believe this is
happening. This is so stupid. | didn't mean to kill my wife.”

According to the report of Sgt. Lincoln of the Marinette County Sheriff's Office, Sgt. Lincoln
also responded to a report of a shooting in the Town of Pembine, Marinette County,
Wisconsin, on January 13, 2019. Sgt. Lincoln went into the residence and observed a white
female sitting on a couch wearing only a bra and blue jeans. Sgt. Lincoln could see an injury in
the center of her chest near the breastbone that appeared to be consistent with a gunshot. In

looking at the wound, it appeared that some blood was wiped away, as there were smear
marks on the female’'s chest.

A search warrant was obtained for the residence, and Sgt. Lincolin assisted with the collection
of evidence. There were two LG smart phones located on the couch where Shelley Rogge
was found. One was a black phone Model LG-K373, and the other was a white phone with a
black case Model LG-H343. There was also a gray Las Vegas sweatshirt with a red hoodie
underneath it that was located on the living room floor in front of the couch. The outside
sweatshirt appeared to have a hole in the center mass consistent with the location of the
wound on Shelley Rogge. There was a white, partially-smoked cigarette butt located in
between Shelley’s legs on the couch. On the railing leading to the Kitchen area, there was a
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white towel with a red substance on it that appeared to be a bloodstain. There was also a white
towel with possible red blood drop stains on it located in the office area on the back of a chair.

Officers located a Ruger Single 6 Revolver, .22 caliber. This revolver was located in the upper
left drawer of the dresser in the office area. There was a spent .22 caliber casing that was
removed from the revolver. This casing was lined up directly with the barrel. There was alsoc a
Jennings .22 caliber semi-automatic pistol located in the upper left drawer of the dresser in the
office. Deputies located .22 caliber long rifle ammunition stored in a large cardboard box in a
wooden armoire in the office area. Deputies did not find any “blanks” in the residence.
Deputies also did not locate any other spent casings or bullet holes anywhere in the residence.

According to the report of Deputy West of the Marinette County Sheriff's Office, on January 13,
2019, Deputy West also responded to the report of @ man who shot his wife in the Town of
Pembine. Deputies made contact with the caller, Gary Rogge. the defendant. The defendant
was arrested and taken to the Marinette County Jail. Deputy West sat with the defendant
while waiting for an investigator. Deputy West did not ask the defendant any questions about
the incident with Shelley Rogge: however, the defendant talked freely about the incident

without being asked. The defendant said, “lI watch this on TV, the bad gly . . . | work hard for
a living. All of a sudden, I'm one of the bad guys. Something went wrong tonight.” The
defendant later said, “We were just playing around with the pistol, and she said, ‘Just do it; do
it; try it.” I'm fucked, so whatever. | love her. | loved her family. | don't know. It's fucked up
drinking.” The defendant then said, "This is fucked up. What happened with her tonight is
fucked up totally.” He also made comments that he would have warrants on his head. He

remarked that Shelley only loved him. The defendant said that Shelley told him to show her, to
do it, and to try it, and it escalated. The defendant stated that he deserved what harm he got.

According to the report of Deputy Wyss of the Marinette County Sheriffs Office. on January
14, 2019, Deputy Wyss was assigned to complete follow-up investigation regarding a shooting
death that occurred the evening of January 13, 2019. Deputy Wyss was informed that the
defendant and Shelley Rogge had been at the Hangout Bar in Pémbine, Wisconsin, prior to
the incident. Deputy Wyss made contact with bar owner, Patricia Dorner, as well as with Larry
Christianson, who maintains the video surveillance for the bar. Patricia said that the defendant
and Shelley were regulars at the bar. It was typical for them to come in around 2 to 3 PM on
Sundays, even if a Packer game would have started at noon.

Deputy Wyss obtained video footage from the Hangout Bar from January 13, 2019. Around
3:30 PM, the defendant and Shelley arrive at the bar. The surveillance footage showed normal
activity until around 7:25 PM. At that time, Shelley used her middle finger and “flipped off’ the
defendant. She then got up and left. Around 7:28 PM, & woman identified to Deputy Wyss as
Debbie left the camera view and came back a short time later. Between the time of 7:41 and
7:44 PM, camera footage showed the defendant and the female identified as Debbie
appearing to hold hands, embrace, and kiss multiple times. At around 7:48 PM, the woman
identified as Debbie left out the front door and appeared to come back a few minutes later. She
then sat in a different area, away from the defendant.

At around 2:81 PM, the defendant and a male identified as Timothy Groy leave the Hangout
Bar.
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Deputy Wyss was able to speak with the bartender who was working at the Hangout Bar
between 4 PM and 110 PM on January 13. She was identified as Sheri Pultz. Sheri said that
the defendant and Shelley were at the bar when she came into work. Nothing seemed out of
the ordinary until Shelley asked a couple of times to leave. Shelley ended up leaving by
herself. Sheri said she knew Shelley ended up leaving by herself because the defendant and
Debbie had checked a while later, and they told Sheri that Shelley had left. Sheri said that a
customer that she knew as Timmy gave the defendant a ride home around bar close, which
was around 10 PM. Debbie had left about 30 minutes to one hour before the defendant left.
Sheri said it surprised her that Shelley would leave without the defendant, as they always
came and went together.

Deputy Wyss then spoke with Timothy Groy who goes by the name “Timmy.” Timothy agreed
to give a written statement regarding his intéractions with the defendant the evening of January
13, 2019. A summary of the statement (not verbatim) is as follows.

Timothy said he went to the Hangout Bar shortly after 8 PM. When he arrived there, he saw a
guy he knew to be Gary Rogge. A male named Jerry Seidel was next to Gary. A short time
passed, and Timothy heard Gary on the phone talking a little loudly saying, “Come get me
now.” Timothy did not know if he was talking to someone or leaving a voicemail. It sounded like
Gary was getting messages on his phone after that. Gary said that his wife wasn’t coming to
get him, and that would be the last time she took his car on him. About 15 minutes after that,

Gary made the comment about his wife probably being passed out and that's why she didn't
come.

The evening was normal after that for the last 45 minutes to an hour before they left. Timothy
told the bartender that he would give Gary a ride home. Timothy and Gary left the bar around
9:45 PM, and Timothy dropped Gary off at his house. Gary thanked Timothy for the ride, shook
his hand, and said if he ever needed a ride, Gary would pay him back. The house was dark, so
Timothy waited until he saw Gary wave and entér the house.

Deputy Schmidt spoke with Jerry Seidel about his contact with the defendant and Shelley on
January 13, 2019. Jerry said that he had worked later than normal on January 13, so he
arrived at the Hangout Bar somewhere after 7 PM; he guessed between 7:15 and 7:30 PM.
Jerry said that when he arrived, Gary’s wife was in the car outside the bar. Jerry said that
when he saw Gary in the bar, Gary seemed "buzzed up pretty good.” Gary did not seem angry
or upset. Gary did say that his wifé was in their car. Gary said that he and his wife had argued
previously and that was why she was in the car. Gary mostly had been talking with Deb, who
was the first-shift bartender.

According to the report of Lt. Barry Degnitz of the Marinette County Sheriffs Office, deputies
obtained a search warrant to search the contents of the two LG cell phones that were found on
the couch where Shelley was found dead. Lt. Degnitz then conducted a physical extraction of
both phones using the Celebrite UFED Touch Il. Lt. Degnitz noted that the device user for the
LG-H343 phone was Shelley Erickson. Degnitz is aware that Shelley Erickson was the former
married name of Shelley Rogge. Lt Degnitz saw that the LG-K373 phone was used by the
defendant, Gary Rogge.
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Lt. Degnitz saw that there were multiple calls between the defendant and Shelley between
7:30 PM and 9:46 PM. Lt. Degnitz saw on the defendant's phone several text messages from
Shelley Rogge between 7:30 PM and 9:16 PM. The messages are as follows:

7:30:28 “Are you coming out”

7:32:31 1l am wakling”
“Thank yoi” [sic]

“Thanks l. Don't mean anything to you”

“We are ~"

9:16:54 “Got her”

Your complainant is aware that the “checkmark” sign can also be used for the word “done” in a
text message application, thus making the text message at 8:03 PM, “We are done.”

Lt. Degnitz also spoke with Matthew Erickson, the oldest son of Shelley Rogge. Matthew said
that Shelley was not a hunter and would not have been handling a gun. Lt. Degnitz also spoke
with Russell Cragin, the brother to Shelley Rogge, who is a retired police detective. Russell
said that Shelley and the defendant had lived together for several years in the Pembine area.
and they had gotten married in Las Vegas earlier in 2018. Russell said that Shelley did not like
guns and would not have tolerated anyone screwing around with guns.

According to the report of Detective Jeremiah Haile of the Marinette County Sheriff’s Office,
Detective Haile was present at the autopsy of Sheliey Rogge that took place at the Fond du
Lac County Medical Examiner's Office in Fond du Lac. Wisconsin. The autopsy was performed
by Chief Medical Examiner Adam Covach. Dr. Covach immediately noticed that the gunshot to
Shelley’s chest was from close range due to the markings on her chest.

Dr. Covach prepared a Provisional Autopsy Finding and ruled that the primary cause of death
was a penetrating gunshot wound to the chest. Dr. Covach described the wound as a “contact
entrance wound,” which means the muzzle of the gun was touching her person at the time it
was fired. In addition, there was gunpowder residue around the entrance wound. The bullet
travelled through two (2) sweatshirts before entering Shelley’'s body. Thus, the muzzle of the
gun was directly against her person. Dr. Covach found that the bullet had an upward to
downward trajectory., and had a direction of right to left and forward to backward in the body.

Detective Todd Baldwin of the Marinette County Sheriff's Office was one of the detectives
assigned to investigate the death of Shelley Rogge. He responded to the Rogge residence the
night of Shelley Rogge’'s death and viewed the scene of her death. Based on the Provisional
Autopsy Findings, and his view of the scene, Detective Baldwin believes that to be consistent
with thé autopsy findings, the defendant was standing to the right of Shelley Rogge near the
end table. This also would be the side of the couch closest to the office where the gun was
kept. He pointed the gun down at her chest and fired as she sat on the couch. The
Provisional Autopsy Findings and the crime scene are inconsistent with the defendants
statements that he and Shelley were playing shooting games, that they were shooting at the
floor, and that he was demonstrating a “quick draw.”

Further, deputies found no “blanks.” no other spent shell casings, and no other bullet holes.
This is inconsistent with the defendant’'s statements that the gun had “blanks” in it or that they
were playing shooting games by shooting at the floor.
