Missing Person Update

At approximately 12:47am on August 20, 2016, the Rome Police Department responded to the Lake Camelot Property Owner’s Association Lodge located at 298 Leisure Ln for a report of a missing 25 year old male identified as Paul W. Anderson from Kawaskum Wisconsin.  

Witnesses reported Anderson jumped off a dock into Lake Camelot with another male and attempted to swim out to a pontoon boat in the lake.  Anderson never arrived out at the boat and was not observed on the grounds after entering the water.

An extensive ground search was conducted with the assistance of the Adams County Sheriff’s Office and Rome Fire Department.  The Rome Fire Department also conducted a search of the lake in the area Anderson was last observed. Anderson was not located and the search was called off at 4:30am. 

The search for Anderson is continuing today with help from Marathon County Sheriff’s Office Dive Team, Adams County Sheriff’s Office, Rome Fire Department, and Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.
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
